1. Orders were issued  implementing the Scheme and Syllabus of BA Arabic (Dual Core)
programme  in accordance with CBCSS UG Regulations 2019, in the University with effect from
2019 Admission onwards vid,e paper read (1) above. 

2. As per the paper read (2) above, Pareeksha Bhavan has pointed out an anomaly in the
distribution of credits of BA Arabic and History dual core Programme implemented with effect
from 2019 admission onwards, wherein both the subjects offer one core each in III sem and 2
cores each in IV sem, instead of 1 and 2 cores in III sem and 2 and 1 cores in IV semester.

3. The meeting of the Board of Studies in Arabic  (UG) held on  24/02/2021, vide paper read (3)
above,  considered the anomalies in the distribution of credits of  Arabic part of  BA Arabic and
Islamic History/ History(Dual Core) programme,and approved the corrected syllabus of BA
Arabic (Dual Core) Programme  with effect from 2019 admission onwards, by shifting the
course, Functional Arabic (code ARD 4 B 04)  in  fourth semester  to  third semester with code
ARD3B04 .

4. The Faculty of Language and Literature at its meeting held on 25/03/2021 vide paper read as
(4) above, has approved item No.7 of the minutes of the meeting of the Board of Studies in
Arabic  (UG) held on  24/02/2021. 

5. Considering the urgency in implementation of the syllabus, the Vice Chancellor has accorded
sanction on 27.04.2021 to implement the corrected syllabus of  Arabic part of  BA Arabic and
Islamic History/ History(Dual Core) programme,  with effect from 2019 admission
onwards, subject to ratification by the Academic Council.

6. The corrected scheme and syllabus of  Arabic part of  BA Arabic and Islamic History/ History
(Dual Core) programme, by shifting the Course, Functional Arabic (code ARD 4 B 04) in  the
fourth semester  to  third semester with code ARD3B04, is therefore implemented in the
University, in accordance with CBCSS UG Regulation 2019, with effect from 2019 Admission
